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THE SEASON OF LENT

On February 21st, we at Chapel Hill will begin to observe the season of Lent in the
Protestant Church. Originating in the fourth century of the Church, the season of Lent
last for 40 weekdays, beginning on Ash Wednesday and climaxing during Holy Week
with Maundy Thursday and Good Friday, and concluding the Saturday before

Easter. The six Sundays that occur during Lent are not counted as part of the 40 days of
Lent.

The number 40 is connected with many biblical events but especially with the forty days
Jesus spent in the wilderness preparing for his ministry by facing the temptations that
could lead him to abandon his mission and calling. (See Matthew 4 and Luke 4.)

Originally, Lent was the time of preparation for those who were to be baptized on Easter
Sunday, with the entire community of faith called to spiritually prepare themselves, as
well. Today, Lent is marked by a time of prayer and preparation for all believers as they
make themselves ready to celebrate Easter. Christians today use this period of time for
introspection and self-examination of their spiritual life, repentance, and as a beginning
point for a new commitment to discipleship.

The liturgical color for Lent is purple, symbolizing both the pain and suffering of the Lord
leading up to the crucifixion. But purple is also the color of royalty, and so anticipates
through the suffering and death of Jesus the coming resurrection of Christ the King.
