RECYCLING NEWS FROM CHAPEL HILL’S  
GREEN TEAM��

Faithful recyclers in the congregation are probably 
aware of how difficult it is to recycle glass in the  
Kansas City area.  That has recently changed!  A new 
facility has been constructed to process glass here, 
and there are now 60 dedicated glass recycling  
containers throughout the metro area.  You can find 
your nearest collection site at www.rippleglasskc.com. 
Container glass is 100% recyclable, can be recycled 
endlessly, and is a primary ingredient in fiberglass  
insulation and new glass containers.   Recycling just 
one glass bottle saves enough electricity to light a 
100-watt bulb for four hours.  (Even longer for a  
compact fluorescent!) 
 
Take advantage of this  
opportunity to keep one more 
item out of the landfill and to be 
better stewards of the material, 
energy and labor that went into 
making it!

Postage - Each box costs $11.95 to ship. 
  
They do collect hygiene items as well, but as of now, 
there is an over abundance as hygiene items last a 
lot longer than food items.

Ghost Ranch is a 22,000-acre retreat center of the  
Presbyterian Church (USA) located near Abiquiu, NM.  
Over the years a number of Chapel Hill members have 
taken advantage of the opportunity to attend a weeklong 
seminar in this high desert setting.  The Ghost Ranch  
catalog is now available online and registration is open for 
the summer of 2010 (www.ghostranch.org). 
 
Chapel Hill has a scholarship fund designed to encourage 
and enable individuals and families to experience Ghost 
Ranch.  The scholarship award covers 100% of course  
registration fees (for registrations booked prior to May 15th.)  
In addition, it covers one third of the cost for housing and 
meals, which varies based on the accommodations  
selected. 

Scholarships are awarded on a first-come, first-served ba-
sis as long as there are adequate funds available.  Once a 
family has received a scholarship, they would become eligi-
ble to apply again in three years (after skipping two years.)
